The goal of this warehousing initiative is to 

manage the supply chain from start to finish 
through the power of TBS’s 5 Star Service. With 
warehouses in Peru, Ecuador, and Houston, TBS 
can not only transport cargo from different 
parts of the United States but also load them 
on our ships and bring them to markets in 
South America, where TBS can perform port 
operations, warehousing and internal logistics.

In Peru, the Callao warehouse specializes in 
the handling of general and project cargo, and 
is located less than 2km from the port of Callao. 
TBS also operates a warehouse in Matarani, 
which is less than 2km from Matarani Port and 
close to main mining areas in the south of Peru. 
A third warehouse lies along the Peruvian banks 
of the Amazon River in Pucallpa, less than 5km 

from the port. In Ecuador, the Pifo terminal 
warehouse specializes in oil & gas and project 
cargo and has storage capacity for imports and 
exports. It is a bonded warehouse located 10 
minutes from the new airport of Quito. TBS also 
operates a terminal warehouse in Guayaquil, 
specializing in metals, steel products, general 
and project cargo.

TBS reinforced its commitment to the energy 
and logistics business by establishing a port 
warehouse in Houston, the regional proj-
ect logistics hub. The TBS Logistics ware-
house facility in Houston is located 
in Greensport Industrial Park on the 
Houston Ship Channel which is con-
venient to all local terminals and 
approximately ¼ mile from quayside. 
The warehouse facility consists of: 
40,000 square feet, 400 x 100 of 
indoor space, one 50 ton overheard 
crane, one 15 ton overhead crane, 
ground level & truck well for receiv-
ing van & flatbed freight, and 
approximately 2 acres of laydown 
area.

TBS’s warehousing services pro-
vide added value to supply chain 
management, enabling our cus-
tomers to focus on what they do 
best—running their business.

In early 2010, the M/V Siboney Belle left the 
Port of Shanghai carrying 104 railcars manufac-
tured by CSR Meishan Rolling Stock Company 
LTD. of China bound for Venezuela. It was 
the second shipment of railcars, following the 
delivery of 110 railcars by the M/V Tuckahoe 
Maiden one month earlier.

TBS Port Captain Wu Jide was there to survey 
the cargo loading, oversee stowage, inspect 
lashing and to maintain vessel scheduling. The 
two shipments consisted of 200 gondola rail-
cars, 10 platform railcars and 4 cabooses.

James Bond 007 and TBS Team-Up in Jamaica

The James Bond Pier, that is. You see, the 
noted James Bond author, Ian Fleming, lived 
and wrote his famous James Bond thrillers a 
stone’s throw away. A “limestone’s” throw away 
actually.

TBS International is partnering with Lyford 
Mining Company in a limestone quarry in 
Jamaica. The deposits are in excess of 120 
million metric tons, with a calcium content in 
excess of 97 percent, used in the power, food, 
automotive and numerous other industries.

The world-class limestone deposit will use the 
existing Reynolds Bauxite mine infrastructure 
to efficiently move the cargo to the James 
Bond Pier in Ochos Rios. The joint venture 
will invest in critical areas of the old Reynolds 
infrastructure and refurbish storage warehous-
es, conveyor belts and other key equipment to 
get the product to port faster.

The TBS/Lyford venture has already invested 
in port improvements wherein a vessel can be 
loaded as fast as 15,000 metric tons per day.  
The goal is to ramp that up to 25,000 metric 
tons per day.

This partnership will open the mine to a much 
larger world market.  The combination of TBS’ 
5 Star Service and shipping expertise allows 
us to sell the product delivered.  As sales and 
demand increases, work will be continually 
done to improve the mine’s capability and pro-
vide the necessary equipment.
